Motion by Zane to accept the March 8th minutes. Second by Roy. Carried 2-0.
Iron Range Tourism, Tony Jeffries and Jim Makawsky inform the board and visitors about Iron Range Tourism and how it affects the Iron Range and lodging tax is how they get there funding. They encourage Iron Range Organizations to advertise. 
Roy reads report on maintenance.
Road report was tabled.
Motion by Roy to rehire Cindy as Campground Caretaker. Second by Zane. Carried 2-0.
Mickey White represented SISU to ask if maintenance could repaint the steps and the deck of the Nelimark. They plan to light the sauna on June 3rd for National Sauna Day from 9 am – 4 pm. SISU board is strongly against the vinyl siding, they would prefer for it to be repaired and painted. Roy will be looking into estimates for a few different siding ideas. Township board feels the costs for repairs would be too high, and would have to keep repairing for years to come. Township doesn’t want it to be a drain on the budget. Will be discussed again after estimates are received. Zane invites the SISU board to attend township meeting and give input. An electrician will be coming to Apostolic Church to do repairs. It was asked if it could be added to the tours. Board says yes if it is safe they have no problem with adding to tours.
Motion by Zane to renew liquor license for Trapline. Second by Roy. Carried 2-0.
Applications tabled.
Motion by Zane for all board members to get an email address for township business only. Second by Roy. Carried 2-0.

Clerk will look into pricing a cheap cell phone plan, for one phone for the board and clerk that will be made public, to take turns carrying if need to contact during closed office hours. 
Motion by Roy to accept quote of $300.00 to move the storage shed from Union 76 to Town Hall. Second by Zane. Carried 2-0. 
Electrical estimate tabled.
Motion by Roy to purchase the 42” Husqvarna lawn mower from Grande Ace Hardware in Virginia for $2079.96. Second by Zane. Carried 2-0.
Motion by Zane to approve correspondence and accept claims16414 -16451 ($10,560.85), Payroll ($6,675.44). Second by Roy. Carried 2-0.
Motion by Zane to accept Treasure’s report based on an audit. Second by Roy. Carried 2-0.
