The meeting was called to order at 6:03 by Zane Beaton with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Mesabi Trail Update was given from the Public Meeting that was held at the Town Hall last month.

Roy reads the maintenance report. 

Motion by Zane to accept April 19 minutes. Second by Roy. Carried 2-0.

Prospectors Trail Alliance kiosk is finished and asks the board where they would like it placed. Board agrees to let Gene and Prospectors Trail Decide on location of the kiosk. Gene states that all trails are open in this area.

Mary Novak went to an Invasive Plant Species Class. Mary informed the board that a new inspector took over in St. Louis County and that townships are not set up like they should be. Residents are asked to go out and keep an eye out for plants and don’t hesitate to stop and tell landowners if they are seen on their land. Toxins can also be put into the ground to kill the eggs. Mary will publish a list of invasive plant species that can be found in this area.

Motion by Roy to approve cigarette license for Trapline. Second by Zane. Carried 2-0.

Motion by Roy to approve the sale of liquor by the Lions Club in Babbitt for the 2017 Embarrass Fair. Second by Zane. Carried 2-0.

Motion by Zane to move the regular board meetings for the next three months to the first Thursday of the month at 6 p.m.  Post Office Project meeting to remain on the third Wednesday at 6 p.m. Second by Roy. Carried 2-0.

Motion by Roy to allow the runners from the 5K to use the walking trail during the Embarrass Fair. Second by Zane. Carried 2-0.

Motion by Roy to purchase a dutch door for the Clerk’s Office and for the bottom half to remain shut during business hours. Second by Zane. Carried 2-0.

Campground has a water leak that maintenance can’t find. Gene suggests to leave the water on until you can find the leak and patch it. Roy to get with maintenance to discuss.

Discussion was held about cell phone and internet service at campground and the different options. Tabled until more information is found.

Clerk informed board of Audit information that was requested. Visitors gave opinion on CPA. Tabled for more quotes.

Roy motions to hire the two applicants that applied for summer hire. Second by Zane. Carried 2-0.
